Next, Beechcraft Augsburg modified the King Air visually and flight
technically by installing BLR winglets. Thanks to the longer wingspan
with the added wing tips, the B200 gains three to six knots of cruise
speed.

Opti-
cal modifications also include new aircraft paint in metallic tints in
accordance with current Hawker Beechcraft design patterns.

Operational flexibility is also increased: heretofore unavailable flight
levels (above flight level 280) can now be utilized. The Beechcraft ser-
vice installs an RVSM package with more accurate altimeters. This is
particularly recommendable for aircraft with the Black Hawk upgrade,
because the power plants can be operated with optimal performance
and/or fuel consumption at higher altitudes. Optimization is also sup-
ported by the Black Hawk Super XP 61 multi-upgrade through the
good interaction with the available Raisbeck EPIC Performance System
(Ram Air Recovery System, Leading Edges, Dual Aft Body Strakes).

The coveted and long awaited BLR winglets have now received the
European EASA certification for the 90 series of King Airs. Beechcraft

Augsburg offers the BLR winglet upgrade for the models C90A, C90GT
or C90GTi.

However, the modification is dependent on certain technical require-
ments and is only possible beginning with serial number LJ-1085 and
later.

In view of the current economic situation, the used aircraft market
offers more flexibility in pricing and choice of models.
